A koponyatorzitas a kiillonbozé embertani tipusu népességek altal lakott
birodalom alattvaléinak kulsejét egységesité szokasként értelmezhetd,
amely emiatt hun birodalmi identitast jelolhetett.

A koponyatorzitas a hun kor el6tt is ismert volt a kelet-europai szarmatak
korében és t6luk keletre, de a gyakorlat nyugatabbra csak a hun hoditas so-
ran terjedt el. A Hun Birodalomban lanyok és fiuk fejét egyarant deformaltak
a csecsemdkorban fejre tekert bandazsokkal, az eljaras mintegy a népes-
ség harmadat érintette. Hun birodalmi identitashoz kapcsolédé volta mellett
szol, hogy a Hun Birodalom felbomlasa utan a szokas elttint.

The practice of artificial cranial deformation can be seen as a custom whose
purpose was to create a uniform, identical appearance to the population
groups of differing physical anthropological background living in the Hun
Empire and in time it became a visual mark of Hun imperial identity.

Artificial cranial deformation was practiced by the Eastern European Sarmatians
and among the communities living to their east, well before the Hun period. This
practice spread fo the west with the Hun conguests. Cranial modification affect-
ed both boys and girls in the Hun Empire: their heads were distorted with ban

dages wound around the head in infancy. This pracfice affected roughly one-
third of the population. Its association with Hun imperial identity is underscored

by the disappearance of this practice after the disintegration of the Hun Empire.

The figure of Attila served as an allegory of rapidly changing historical con-
texts on stage and screen from the 20th century onward.

In Giuseppe Verdi's Aftila (1846), the trope 'scourge of God' became an alle-
gory of Italian national awakening. His opera does not focus on the Hun ruler's
intent of conquering ltaly, but on the moral superiority of the Italian heroes
checking his advance, and in particular on Pope St. Leo | the Great. The pope'’s

commanding presence celebrafes divine order and the friumph of wise con-
cessions for the better good as well as Italy’s ind ependence.

In the 1918 Italian film, Attila. Scourge of God, the Hun ruler is an embodiment of
he German emperor Wilhelm It and the devastation wrought by the Huns mir-
rors the experience of World War 1. in Fritz Lang’s silent film, The Nibelungs 2
Knmhield's revenge (1924). Attila is the ‘barbaric easfern demon who desfroys
the Germanic world, The film reflects on the crisis of German identity in the wake
of the defeat in the war, and foreshadows certain elements used in construct-
ing the later myth of the superiority of the German race. Pietro Francisci's Attila

The circumstances of Atfila’s death in 453 and the details of his funeral
are described in Jordanes’ chronicle. Another, no less important sirand
of tradition that later fell into oblivion claimed that he had been mur-

dered.

| According to Jordanes' account, the mourners first held a funeral feast

| and then, under the cloak of darkness, he was secretly buried. The pas-
sage on the triple coffin probably reflects the funerary customs of the
Hun period and, even more, of the steppe rites of the preceding centuries.
It seems most likely that these were not genuine metal coffins, but rather
wooden chests or textile shrouds embellished with delicate metal sheets.
The motif of burial in a river is a later misunderstanding: this motif first
appears in Jordanes' account of the burial of the Gothic king Ermanarich
(+ 376), which was then transferred to Attila's funeral.

We have no way of knowing where Attila died and where he was interred.
Many attempts have been made to find his grave, particularly in the twen-
tieth century, in the wake of the description in Géza Gardonyi's immensely
popular novel, The Invisible Man (1902).

The death of Attila following his marriage to lidiké evokes the myths of the
heroes who passed away with unexpected suddenness. The story became
more widely known from the Nibelungs Saga, and the first printed edition
of Jordanes' Origins and Deeds of the Goths in 1515, becoming part of com-
mon knowledge in nineteenth-century Europe, although it was chosen as
an artistic theme far less frequently than the legends of the saints associ-
ated with Attfila. Simultaneously, another variant of Attila's death made its
appearance, namely that Attila had actually been murdered, a conjecture
probably originating from the Constantinopolitan court, in which political
murder was an accepted practice.

Dra-
hos’ main source of inspiration was the Magyszentmiklos Treasure, representing
what was befieved fo be the period's most outstanding ‘Hun relics. The sacrificial

cauldrons on the steps of the funerary p.mrﬂm inspired by the treasure’s
bull- headed drinking cups.

Attila's figure, efched into European historical memory for more than 1600
years, has been preserved in the constantly changing and expanding textual
tradifion, which in the past 600 years has been accompanied by countless
illustrations.

The core of this rich and colourful fextual fradifion encompasses a few SOUrces
from Attila's age that were confinuously re-inferpreted and fleshed ouf with ad-
ditional details by later writers, transforming Aftila's life info a series of colourful
etories, This rich and vibrant textual tradition, encapsulated in both historical and
literary works, has grown into a vast body of texts made up of works written in
Greek. Latin, talian, German, Erench, and Hungarian, alongside dozens of other
languages, which is impossible to present within the framework of a historical
axhibition. The virtual, interactive stack of books affords a glimpse into the mul-
tifaceted textual tradition and a few details of this fascinating corpus of texts.

After his death, Attila became the yardstick for kingship among the heirs to
his power, among the elites of the newly-founded Germanic kingdoms of
Europe.

The Hun Empire played a major role in the rise and growth of new elites, explain-
ing why the Germanic peoples preserved the memaory of Attila. This confinuity
can be fraced not only in the relevant texts: Hun-period material culture was the
source of a living fradition among Germanic elites as attesled by their weapons -
such as the seax, the short sword used in addition to the long sword - and other

articles, principally pieces inlaid with red stones used widely in the decorative
items made for the elite, as well as in their funerary practices.

The engraver omil-
ted the faun's horns and the pointed donkey ears that would have detracled
from Attila's dignified appearance and partrays him with a long prophet's beard
wilh the open Angevin Crown on nis head signalling his royal rank.

In Janas Thurdczy's chronicle, King Matthias reign is presented as the return of
Attila’s glorious rule fo Hungarian hisfory: “fate giffed us a second Attila in this
victorious leader”. In Bonfini's words, “for the first time after Attila, the divine Mat-
thias [.. | forced the stiff-necked Hungarians into submission through discipline”

In contrast, in his Historia Atfilae, the Italian humanist Callimachus Experiens drew
a negative paraliel between the cunning and shrewd Mat1hias, who in his lust for
power had set his sight on the throne of Bohemia, and characlerised the Hun
garian king as having faun-like features to accentuate his resemblance 1o the
Hun king

In the 16th-century Viennese court, Matthias, who had occupied Vienna wilh
his army in 1485, was similarly portrayed as a ‘second Athila’ and given faun-like
features, such as short curly hair and a goatish beard, under the influence of
humanis! political propaganda

hugging the body down to the waist and a wider skirt-like lower part.

The afilla dolman and ifs variant frimmed with fur known as the afilla mente were
worn by both the nobility and the more affluent middle class. Eventual ly, the
alilia became the uniform of the National Guard in 1848, during the revolutionary
fights against the Habsburg Monarchy. The heavily braided atilla dolman of grass
green felf with heavy gold braiding was worn by Lajos Kossuth as his cerermoni.

The belief that they are descended from Prince Csaba, Atfila's son, persisis
to this very day among the Székelys.

The earliest written mention of Hun-Szekely kinship can be found in Simon de
Keéra's Gesta Hungarorum, a chronicle compiled in the thirleenth century, who
embroidered on the legend recounted by fhe Anonymous Notary according o
which Csaba fled to Greece. This origin myth resurfaced repeatedly as the cen-
furies passed and it enjoyed a fremendous surge in popularity after the lrauma
of the Versailles peace (1920) when Hungary was carved up and the Szekelys
sfrove to negotiate their national independence which involved the crealion of
their own flag and anthem. Prince Csaba appears in the anthem, who, as a kind
of pagan saviour, will come 1o rescue with his Hun army if his pecple ever find
Ihemselves in a dire situation. The Hun-Szekely kinship was trealed as a fact by
Istvan Benczédi Székely in his Chronica ez vilagnac yeles dolgairol [Chronicie of
ihe illustrious events of this world], published in 1559, and Janos Kriza's antholo-
gy of Székely folk poetry (Vadrozsak. Szekely nepkoltési gyjlemény, 1863). The
latter contains several pieces reflecting this belief, such as fhe foliowing song
from Udvarhelyszek: “Only because I'm a Szekely / | don't rule men of the word /
Attila is my forefalher / its his legacy I'm worth.”

Attila is portrayed in a similarly positive vein in the Turkish and Turkic cultural
realm that maintains contact with the European world.

More recent Hungarian interpretations are not merely strongly related to the cult

of Attila flourishing in the Turkish and Turkic states, but are directly related to the
latter,

Although Attila enjoys immense populanty among the Turkic nations, the his-
torical record suggests that the legends of Attila appeared in Turkey in the late
1920s, under the influence of Hungarian turkologists, while the cult of the Hun
king became popular in the Central Asian Turk states after the disintegration of
the Soviet Union, as part of modern nation-building. In the Turkish cultural mi-

lieu, Attila appears as the hero of comic books, in historical works and in school
textbooks, and he also inspired several works of art.

Our exhibitions strove to showcase, as fully as possible, the many intertwining strands of the
Attila legend spanning the centuries, oft-times in the most unexpected places, that sometimes
disappeared, only to resurface time and again with renewed vigour.

Atthis point, weare leaving the timeless realm of myths and re-enfer a world
of measured fime. As we saw, Hungarians had been regarded by many as the
descendants of Aftila and his Huns, and the Hungarian self-perception, too,
was inseparable from the figure of the mighty Hunnic ruler. The complexity of
the Attila tradition is possibly one of the most interesting layer of Hungarian
heritage, The stories and fables transmitted by previous generations heard in
childhood, the novels and the paintings, statues and films seen lafer, aswell as
the findings of modern archaeological and historical scholarship all have their
place in our memory.

Equally to the modern facial reconsfructions of the Hunnic periodindividuals,
these mental images manifested in various texts and artworks will have
inevitably been bearing the imprints of their creators and fimes.

Current investigations have revealed that the population of the Carpathian Basin during
the Hun period consisted predominantly of people of European origin. Individuals of fully
or partly eastern origin made up no more than about 6—7 per cent of the population. At
the same time, researchers have identified a distinct group with a highly diverse eastern
FIEI??HC background that had no precedent in the Carpathian Basin. This group includes
individuals of Inner Asian origin with genetic profiles similar to populations of the Xiongnu

and Xianbei periods, as well as people carrying ancient genetic components linking them
to Eastern Sarmatians and certain populations of the Caucasus
